It was now two days before the
Passover and the Feast of
Unleavened Bread.

And while he was at Bethany in
the house of Simon the leper, as
he was reclining at table, a
woman came with an alabaster
flask of ointment of pure nard,
very costly, and she broke the
flask and poured it over his
head. There were some who
said to themselves indignantly,
“Why was the ointment wasted
like that? For this ointment
could have been sold for more
than three hundred denarii and
given to the poor.” And they
scolded her. But Jesus said,
“Leave her alone. Why do you
trouble her? She has done a
beautiful thing to me. For you
always have the poor with you,
and whenever you want, you
can do good for them. But you
will not always have me. She
has done what she could; she
has anointed my body
beforehand for burial. And
truly, I say to you, wherever the
gospel is proclaimed in the
whole world, what she has done
will be told in memory of her.”

Then Judas Iscariot, who was
one of the twelve, went to the
chief priests in order to betray
him to them. And when they
heard it, they were glad and
promised to give him money.
And he sought an opportunity

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to betray him.

Now on the first day of
Unleavened Bread the disciples
came to Jesus, saying, “Where
will you have us prepare for you
to eat the Passover?”

A dispute also arose among
them, as to which of them was
to be regarded as the greatest.

And the Lord turned and
looked at Peter. And Peter
remembered the saying of the
Lord, how he had said to him,
“Before the rooster crows
today, you will deny me three
times.” And he went out and
wept bitterly.

Then those who had seized
Jesus led him to Caiaphas the
high priest, where the scribes
and the elders had gathered.
And Peter was following him at
a distance, as far as the
courtyard of the high priest,
and going inside he sat with the
guards to see the end. Now the
chief priests and the whole
council were seeking false
testimony against Jesus that
they might put him to death,
but they found none, though
many false witnesses came
forward. At last two came

Therefore that field has been
called the Field of Blood to this
day. Then was fulfilled what
had been spoken by the prophet
Jeremiah, saying, “And they
took the thirty pieces of silver,
the price of him on whom a
price had been set by some of
the sons of Israel, and they gave
them for the potter’s field, as
the Lord directed me.”

And as soon as it was morning,
the chief priests held a
consultation with the elders
and scribes and the whole
council.

When day came, the assembly
of the elders of the people
gathered together, both chief
priests and scribes. And they
led him away to their council,
and they said, “If you are the
Christ, tell us.” But he said to
them, “If I tell you, you will not
believe, and if I ask you, you
will not answer. But from now
on the Son of Man shall be
seated at the right hand of the
power of God.” So they all said,
“Are you the Son of God, then?”
And he said to them, “You say
that I am.” Then they said,
“What further testimony do we
need?

I have
found in him no guilt deserving
death. I will therefore punish
and release him.” But they were
urgent, demanding with loud
cries that he should be
crucified. And their voices
prevailed. So Pilate decided
that their demand should be
granted. He released the man
who had been thrown into
prison for insurrection and
murder, for whom they asked,
but he delivered Jesus over to
their will.

So when Pilate saw that he was
gaining nothing, but rather that
a riot was beginning, he took
water and washed his hands
before the crowd, saying, “I am
innocent of this man’s blood;
see to it yourselves.” And all the
people answered, “His blood be
on us and on our children!”
Then he released for them
Barabbas, and having scourged
Jesus, delivered him to be
crucified.

Then the soldiers of the
governor took Jesus into the
governor’s headquarters, and
they gathered the whole
battalion before him. And they
stripped him and put a scarlet
robe on him, and twisting
together a crown of thorns, they
put it on his head and put a
reed in his right hand. And
kneeling before him, they
mocked him, saying, “Hail,

And the soldiers led him away
inside the palace (that is, the
governor’s headquarters), and
they called together the whole
battalion.

And
when they had mocked him,
they stripped him of the purple
cloak and put his own clothes
on him.

Go, make it as secure
as you can.” So they went and
made the tomb secure by
sealing the stone and setting a
guard.
